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JOINT PLAN OF ACTION | |

TO IMPLEMENT THE THAILAND-AUSTRALIA
STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP (2022-2025)

This Joint Plan of Action (POA) guides the implementation of shared goals and
objectives as articulated in the Joint Declaration on the Strategic Partnership
between the ngdom of Thailand and Australia s1gned by Prime Ministers on 13
November 2020.

This POA builds upon the longstanding partnership between Thailand and
Australia since the establishment of diplomatic relations in 1952. It reaffirms our
commitment to strengthen bilateral relations for the continuing prosperity of our
two countries as well as for peace, stability and resilience in the Indo-Pacific
region. It covers existing agreements and mechanisms and encompasses areas of
cooperation in political and security engagement, economic engagement and
growth, sectoral collaboration and people-to-people links, as determined in the
Joint Declaration. It also reaffirms our commitment and cooperation in
multilateral, regional and sub-regional frameworks, including the United Nations

and the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), the World Trade

- Organization (WTO), ASEAN-centred regional architecture, the Asia-Pacific
Economic Cooperation (APEC) forum, the Indo-Pacific Economic Framework
- for Prosperity (IPEF) and the Ayeyawady-Chao Phraya—Mckong Economie
Cooperation Strategy (ACMECS).

Thailand and Australia will pursue cooperation in this POA consistent with
domestic laws, rules and regulations, in accordance with obligations under
international law, and on the basis of mutual benefit and inclusive opportunity.
We will prioritise gender equality and women’s and girls’ empowerment, and
promote women’s and girls’ full, cqual and meaningful participation and
~ leadership, in all arcas. In doing so, we will ensure gender diversity and
inclusion across the areas of cooperation. :
