4. Actions by APO members

Ea_\ch NPO should nominate three or more candidates in order of preference for observational study
missiens, training courses, and workshops, and five or more candidates for conferences.

All nominations must be endorsed by an APO Director or Alternate Director and submitted by a
Liaison Officer (LO) or designated officer. Self-nominations will not be accepied.

Nominations should reach the Secretariat before the deadiine.

Each nomination must be accompanied by the APO biodata form and uploaded to the APO Document
Management System/Fleekdrive by NPOs. LOs are requested to notify the Secretariat once biodata
forms have been uploaded. The biodata form is available on the APO website.

If a selected participant becomes unable to participate, the NPO concerned should inform the APO
Secretariat and host couniry promptly.

5. Actions by the APO Secretariat

Selection of candidates will be at the discretion of the Participant Selection Committee of the APO
Secretarizt.

Selection of candidates will be completed and announced at least one week prior to the start of the
sessions.

Slots that become available due to withdrawal of a selected candidate(s) or lack of nominations by a
member country may be filled by alternates to be selected on a merit basis.

The APO Secretariat will inform NPOs of the final program and link to the online sessions at least one
week prior to commencement.

6. Participating Country Expenses (PCEs)
