Southeast Asian countries, in particular those in the
Lower Mekong region. The TCTP supports ASEAN
community-building efforts by enhancing connectivity,
promoting sustainable development, and
strengthening regional resilience. Singapore and the
US. draw on complementary experiise and
experience to develop innovative capacity building
programmes that meet the priority needs of ASEAN
member countries.

Course Objectives

This course would continue valuable discussions
on five of the key environmental drivers of health
insecurity — all of them relevant globally, and in
the ASEAN/Mekong region. These drivers are
among those that are key to national, regional,
and global health security, pandemic
preparedness, and environmental sustainability -
but intersectoral coordination on these issues is
limited. This course would catalyse engagement
and spark additional work across the region, and
with the United States.

Course Cutline

This course topics will include, but not be limited
to, the following:

« Land use change with insufficient risk
mitigation — e.g., conversion of forest for
agricuitural or industrial use, with risks of
zoonotic spillover and other infectious
diseases

e Urbanization and globalization of travel and
trade — increases the risk that an isolated
spillover event begins circulaling in humans
and “goes global”.

o Wildlfe trade, trafficking, and markets —
increases human-wildlife contact and contact
betwesn high-risk combinations of species

e (Climate - change - alters the range,
abundance, and behaviour of key disease-
carrying vectors such as insects, rodents,
bats, and birds

o Degraded ecosystem services — lack of
access to safe and sufficient water, air, and
food all augment disease susceptibility,

This course will be conducted in a lecture and
panel discussion style by experlenced tralners,
academics andf/or policy makers in relevant
topics, with opportunities for group discussions,
sharing sessions, case studies and/or evaluation
sessions. Sile visits to relevant agencies and
facilities will be arranged.
